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The most important  
elections are local. 

The Planning and Zoning Board has recommended that wording in 5.11 of the LDO (Land 
Development Ordinance) affecting the Extra-Territorial Jurisdiction (ETJ) should be 
amended to allow chickens and above-ground pools.  The changes included details on 
placement of both the pool and the coops, cleanliness, number of chickens allowed and 
more. 
  
At a low turn-out public hearing at last weekôs Village Council meeting (to solicit input on 
the proposed amendment), more people (3) voiced their approval for the above-ground 
pools, and only one person questioned why the Council is opening discussions on chick-
ens.  No resident offered changes in the language of the amendment. 
  
In 2018, the village had a ógreat chicken debateô whereby a different council stood firmly 
on disallowing chickens in Whispering Pines or in the ETJ.

quired by state, and the final plat must be ap-
proved. 

ß Existing LDO does not allow a third party to own 
the propertyðtherefore it is not in compliance. 

ß Mr.  Bernhard said there are proper channels to go 
through and ñfeeling out Council is not one of 
them.ò 

ß Council had many questions for the attorney 
(Landon White) representing the applicant.  They 
also requested that the applicant (Colin Webster) 
attend the October council meeting (or work ses-
sion).  Once the questions have been answered, 
and proper channels undertaken, then Council will 
consider the proposal. 

§ Review proposed amendment to LDO Ch 6 on seasonal 
pools 

ß Upon recommendation from the Planning & Zoning 
Board, the Councilôs 5-0 consensus is for no 
change to the current LDO wording.  Will go to 
Council meeting for a vote on October 13. 

§ Review proposed amendment to LDO Ch 6 on accessory 
building height 
ß After discussion on the benefit of the height 
change, Mr. Bernhard declared that there shouldnôt 
be ñpiecemeal changesò.  The Council, by 5-0 con-
sensus, motioned for no change.  Will go to Council 
meeting for a vote on October 13. 

§ Review proposed revision to Chapter B in the Code of Ordi-
nances-Fire Protection and prevention 
ß Mr. Lambdin expressed that the changes were to 

integrate new language regarding open burning 
(that we permit) and air quality.  This is to ensure 
the safety of the individual and the breathable air, 
burning the correct materials.  The Fire Chief (also 
Mr. Lambdin) recommends the changes, with the 
fire pit 5ft in diameter and 30ò tall.  Topic will go to 
agenda in October. 

§ Review sketch plan submitted by Grosvenor LLC for proper-
tyð5.9 acres--at 1323 Rayôs Bridge Road (across from Res-
cue Squad Building). 
ß ñA sketch plan,ò according to Ms. Christopher, 
ñallows the developer to show what heôs thinking of 
building.  It is not detailed.ò 

ß The developer has asked for a conditional use be-
cause the area does not match what is prescribed in 
the LDO.  He is looking at slightly smaller lots (5) as 
well as including a park, or perhaps implementing a 
ófee in lieu ofô agreement between the developer and 
the village.  (Fee in lieu means a payment of money 
in place of achieving municipal requirements.) 

ß Mr. Zschoche said óThis is nonsense.  This (fee in 
lieu of) was taken out (of the LDO) years ago.  Colin 
knows the process.ò 

ß Mr. Bernhard wants the plan to meet the standards 
of the LDO, but wants more time to review it. 

ß The subject will be discussed again at the October 
work session. 

 
Miscellaneous Comments 
§ Ms. Harris would like to discuss minimal lot size for the ETJ, a 
óbrainstormingô session.   Mr. Zschoche suggested the topic be 
included on the January retreat agenda, since there is no work 
session in November and the October agenda is full.  (The 
December session would have new council people in attend-
ance.)

§ Scott Wesner of Foxcroft Rd thinks the amendment is a nice 
ñin-betweenò way to go. 

 
Allowing Chickens in the ETJ 
§ Resident input on allowing chickens in the ETJ solicited one 

comment from the gallery, Judy Geneser of Cardinal Drive.  
She questioned why it was brought up in the first place since 
a determination had occurred several years ago that resulted 
in not allowing chickens.  However, the P&Z Board was re-
quested to discuss it again and is now in favor of allowing 
chickens in the ETJ-up to 5, no roosters, with other contin-
gencies noted. 

§ The Village Council will take up these issues at their next 
work session on October 28 at noon. 

§ Residents who have an opinion on either/both topics are 
encouraged to contact a member of Council or Village Hall 
by phone or email.

§ Mr. Zschoche reported that Whispering Pines has a current 
population of 5000. 

 
Unfinished Business 
Consider the appeal of an administrative decision regarding the 
above-ground pool at Mr. Adcockôs residence in the ETJ.  The 
Council denied the motion 5-0, mainly citing no evidentiary rea-
son to change the decision. 
 
New Business 
§ Four pieces of new business were approved:  The Carolina 
Water utility easement on Rayôs Bridge Road, the donation 
of the WPFRA funds, the open burning language changes 
to the Code of Ordinances (see Work Session, page 3), 
and the approval of John Bowman to continue on the Tree 
Boardðall 5-0.  An appointment to the Planning & Zoning 
Board was tabled until the January meeting. 

§ The proposed amendment to allow seasonal pools was 
struck down, 4-1, with Mayor Roberts dissenting. 

§ The proposed amendment to increase the height of acces-
sory buildings in the ETJ was not approved, 5-0. 

§ Ms. Harris gave a Powerpoint presentation on detached 
garages and accessory buildings which included photos of 
many of these within the village.

It still bog-
gles my brain that past councils bought a piece of property for 
$375k that wasnôt budgeted and thereôs an ad hoc committee to 
see what to do with the property.  I donôt think people know how 
much it costs to build a baseball diamond or soccer field, or even a 
walking trail...and continue to have full services...fire, police, Public 
Works, etc.  

 

LV:  I think as far as the fiscal health of the village, first of all I really 
agree with the 15 mills increase, the recent 5 and the 10 to protect 
the lakes and dams. I think thatôs a huge piece of infrastructure.  
With all the people Iôve been door knocking and talking to the last 
few months, everyone agrees. I think thatôs a spot on choice. Iôm a 
huge fan of zero based budgets which NC statute requires that we 
have a balanced budget; I think thatôs a really good thing, too.  Cur-
rent Council is really doing excellent work together with Mr. Lamb-
din to create that.   

I worry, I shouldnôt say worry, but I would like to make sure that we 
reduce the debt, $2.6-$2.7 million, that we carry right now.  All the 
purchases were valid, the fire station, Bibey land, and the spillway, 
itôs all good things to do but itôs a fairly high debt. And I think that it 
should be in the plan to reduce that and maintain services we have.  

Village Council spends nearly one-quarter of its time in a year discussing and approving the next yearôs budget.  Itôs their 
most critical responsibility, and the decisions made impact every resident of the village, sometimes for years to come.  The 

question:   What is your perspective of the fiscal health of the Village? 

At the rate weôre saving now...I think we would have 

more than enough capital to be able to pay the major-

ity of [the next dam replacement].

AC:  Overall, itôs very good right now.  Generally speaking, tax rev-
enues are up, the collection rate by county is exceptional, and in 
turn the payback to the Village.  Generally, our Village staff are 
doing a really good job with managing our current budget.  One 
good thing is at the rate weôre saving nowðand I do commend the 
Village Manager ð I think we would have more than enough capital 
to be able to pay the majority of (the next dam replacement) and 
either [get a] loan for the rest or be able to borrow against it if need 
be. 

 

 PH:  Fiscally, I think our Village is very sound.  We put in place the 
capital major repair plan for 20 years to make sure that our lakes 
and dams are taken care of.  So 15 cents of every hundred dollars 
worth of valuation now is going to be set aside for those repairs.  
We wonôt have the dam failure like they did at Wood Lake.   

We also have Fund Balance policy in place, where we have to set 
aside 35% of our expenditures, and Rich and Cindy have to budget 
within those means.  We have to trust our staff.  People can speak 
up. 

 

DK:  My perspective is that weôre currently doing okay, but I worry 
about the future.  I know that our current village council raised our 
property taxes 9 cents over the past two years to make a fund, if 
you will, because in 2040 we will have approximately a $40 million 
bill to fix the dams in the village.  For 9 cents, I donôt think that will 
cover it....we will probably have to borrow. 

Why should someone vote for me?    The best thing I can tell 

you is that Iôm going to give you the most fair and honest answer I 

know how.  Iôm not the most educated person.  But I have worked 

in public service for almost 24 years.  I do equate my job now to 

the Council in that it is a lot of problem solving, and thatôs what I do 

at work ð look at things as objectively as possible and come up 

with viable solutions that are cost effective. 

Every time weôve debated an issue I do my best to base my 

thoughts and opinions on facts...I think thatôs the best thing I can 

bring to the table. 
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AC:  This is the hot topic of day, isnôt it? There are a couple differ-
ent ways to go about looking at this. We as the current Council did 
not create the ETJ of course.  Itôs a very difficult topic, coming back 
up again. I think itôs very difficult to govern someone who doesnôt 
have a say so in who they elect to create or enforce those rules.  
...I think thereôs a public hearing coming up so I think I need to be 
careful about stating my opinion.  Need to stay objective until I hear 
everybodyôs comments. But I will say it is very hard to be able to tell 
somebody that they canôt do something in particular. But at the 
same time, I have to look out for folks who live inside the Village.  
Thatôs my main goal and objective. The ETJ extends a whole lot 
farther out in some directions than people realize.  And of course, 
are they being restricted more than others?  Lot of questions that 
need to be answered. 

 PH:  I donôt think they should differ.  We should be all for one and 
one for all.  The reason I say that is because weôve already seen 
Queenôs Cove asked to be annexed in.  All but 5 homes wanted to 
be annexed in. I believe itôs because theyôve been allowed differ-
ences.  If you drive in, you can see the differences.  Recently they 
started regulating, and now weôre getting pushback. 

It is a protective barrier that we are supposed to grow into.  If some-
one has bona fide farm or agricultural land and theyôre already in 
our ETJ, they should be allowed differencesðbecause obviously 
you need to have other equipment and ways and means to have a 
farm.  But, if itôs a single family residence and ... below a certain 
acreage, I think it should be within the look of the village.  It pro-
tects us and it protects them.  Their home values will be more.  

 

 

DK:  My heart goes out to the people in the ETJ.  The entire time 
Iôve been here, Iôve never really understood the ETJ and how 
they can be impacted by regulations weôve passed with no repre-
sentation.  Thatôs always bothered me. 

I understand some of the background of protecting the properties 
of people who live in the corporate village of WP.   But those peo-
ple donôt and they probably bought there  without knowing they 
bought in the ETJ because their address is Carthage.  I donôt 
mind them having some looser rules because they are not us.  
There is no other candidate running that is the last house in the 
village except me.  Right across the street is the ETJ.  

You canôt have it both ways, in my opinion.  You either regulate 
for them too,  because youôre regulating what they can and canôt 
do, or you donôt regulate them. 

LV:  I think the differences that do exist are more tied to lot size, 
what itôs adjacent to, and the land use.  For example, if someone 
has a larger lot vs a smaller lot and you are on the lake, on a 
large road, I thatôs more differential than ETJ vs village proper.  I 
donôt like the us vs. them, because I think just like they protect us, 
we protect them.  Thereôs much more collaboration we could do. 

Iôd rather look at how the land is used, how itôs positioned and 
rules should be adapted to that.  The consistency there is to re-
tain the integrity of the Village. 

We also need to ask around.  I think if we ask folks if theyôre hap-
py with the rules, youôd get a lot of feedback that is positive.  
Finding out what we have in common, like how to use this land, 
will help move us forward. 

I donôt think the rules & regulations in the ETJ 

should differ (from those in the village)

Many village meetings of lateðwhether Planning & Zoning or the Village Council Work Sessions or Meetingsðseem to 

devote much time to issues confronting residents of the Extra-Territorial Jurisdiction.  While these residents do not pay 

Village taxes, they do have to abide by Village Ordinances.  These include fence heights, pool restrictions, outbuildings, 

RV parking, and the like.  It seems that some of the ETJ residents were not aware of the restrictions and have asked for 

exceptions.  The question:  How should the rules and regulations in the ETJ differ from those of the village proper? 

Why should someone vote for me?  Because I truly love this 

village.  Iôm so proud of what weôve accomplished so far, and the 

one thing that meant the most to me was the transparency.  

[Before I was on Council], you used to only see Page One of the 

Agenda.  Now you can just open the computer and everything is 

there, plus the meetings are live-streamed.  With transparency 

comes accountability, which is very important. 

I feel I am a person whoôs approachable.  Your voice matters.  Iôm 

doing this for the public, for the residents.  I want to protect this 

village; keep it quiet and safe. 

I hope people vote for me. 
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AC:  I think our neighbors on the outskirts could be impacted. Obvi-
ously if youôre referring to the commercial growth in the Mill Creek 
area and along the 22 corridor, I see minimal impact on the south-
ern portion, but you know thatôs going to be built out in many years 
to come. At some particular point Iôm sure developers are going to 
go in a different direction whether thatôs back toward Camp Easter 
or the Niagara area, as you can definitely see developments around 
Vass and Lakeview area extending toward Southern Pines, be-
cause all municipalities are growing into each other.  Thatôs obvious 
when you look at the map.  The only extended growth I can see in 
the future for us is going east back toward Vass.  But again, Whis-
pering Pines had some unique opportunities years ago, Iôm not 
saying Councils in the past made wrong decisions. I donôt because I 
donôt think itôs in good standing with what Whispering Pines truly is. 
Itôs not a commercialized area, itôs more of a residential village, so I 
know we have very limited commercial capabilities right now and 
areas that could be growing, but the impact to our south are mini-
mal simply because land availability is shrinking. Our ETJ does 
touch 22 and it could have some impact directly to our Village resi-
dents, but I see minimal at this point. 

PH:  Whatever those municipalities do affects us.  It brings in traffic, 
it brings in people.  Weôve already seen whatôs happened by bring-
ing in Ace Hardware, Harris Teeter, the little shopping on 22ð

anything like that.  Itôs bringing the people in.  The more shopping, 
the more people will want to live here. 

The younger generation is especially drawn to it.  Before, I donôt 
think they thought there was enough to do with their families.  In 
essence, they see itôs a PRO, that thereôs more to do here. More 
people will come. 

When you live in little Whispering Pines, we all moved out here 
because we liked being away from the big city life; away from it all.  
But yet itôs coming towards us. 

It does impact us. Traffic, more people, potential crime.  Weôve al-
ready seen crime happening in the last year. 

We have to be careful with what growth we have surrounding us, 
which brings us (back) to the ETJ, and where we have to be careful 
with what we want to do with our ETJ. 

DK:  Their populations are always going to impact the surrounding 
area.  Places like Airport Road, Niagara-Carthage, Hardee, Rayôs 
Bridge, will always have increased traffic impactðpeople cutting 
through WP going north or east. 

So, I think growth management within WP is a subject we need to 
study carefully, especially the ETJ and its build-out.  

As a council, we should be visiting with the councils of those other 
communitieséSouthern Pines, Aberdeen, Pinehurst,  to get some 
kind of perspective of what they are doing.  I appreciate they are 
not us, they are a different entity.  I donôt mind going there to shop; 
it builds their coffers and nothing for us.  But it will continue to im-
pact us..     

We need to start a dialogðvillage manager to village manager or 
council to council.  Thereôs got to be a dialog started somewhere 
along the line because their build-out affects us. 

LV:  I think this is really a core piece. The area will grow and the 
change is inevitable and I think commercialization is going to come. 
Itôs going to be along the main routes that we have like 22, Niagara- 
Carthage and Vass-Carthage. Thereôs going to be more commer-
cialization. Other communities like Carthage and Vass are going to 
capitalize on that and want to build and want to annex those.  

One thing that I think is key for us to do as a council is to focus that 
community goal in planning long term growth.  It doesnôt mean put-
ting it in our Village but thinking about what comes around us, what 
people are going to do that we canôt control but then try to manage 
that growth, so I think I donôt know right now.  

This is one thing Iôve been poking at a little bit, is what does our 
current council do with other communities.  Do they meet [with the 
other communities]? If they donôt, we should so we have not just 
our larger strategic plan, but it has to also be compatible with other 
communities. I think thatôs the way to go.  

What I want to really add to that with the growth is that the piece I 
found missing is the follow through with developers so that if some-
thing is built and it comes into our village or even into our ETJ, we 
need to hold those developers to that follow through.

Iôll be that voice of reason that 
leads us in that direction. 
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AC:  Some difficulties that I see, and this is one of the reasons that 
I ran two years ago, is when you mentioned outsiders, a lot of peo-
ple are drawn to Whispering Pines for what it actually is, and then I 
notice when people move here within a year or two theyôre like, ñIôd 
like to change this, Iôd like to change that,ò and a lot of time I won-
der why would you want to change something to something similar 
that you had before that you moved away from since you moved 
here intentionally because you liked something you saw.  I draw 
some issue with that. And I really wish that in a sense that Whisper-
ing Pines would slow down a bit again.  

PH:  One of my biggest concerns is to grow or not to grow. 

A lot of people say we donôt want WP to grow anymore.  Which is 
great if we could just put up some walls and stay within little WP. 

We canôt do that.  SP is coming in at us; Carthage is coming our 
way, Vass, too.  If we donôt grow, weôll have those municipalities 
with their rules right up against us, bringing in whatever they may 
bring in.  They donôt care because itôs far enough away from them, 
but itôs right up against us. 

But if we do grow, then we can bring in those revenues. Because 
we will have those people living near us anyway.  We already have 
the problem with  the people around us who want to use our lakes, 
but itôs supposed to be just for our residents.   

We need to be very careful and think it through.  We could hire a 
bonafide planner (not full time) but possibly to be a consultant, to 
consider to grow or not to grow and in which direction and what to 
allow or not allow for growth.  

DK:  I think our storm water has fallen off the map.  Two and three 
years ago, storm water was a big hot topic in the village. 

I know Public Works did some work in Summerfield.  I havenôt 
heard a whole lot about the flooding situation there.  I do have 
some belief in climate change and I think weôre going to get wet-
ter.  I think we need to really look at storm water again throughout 
the village.  Herons Brook is flooding now.   

Even Iôve gotten calls from people who live there and ask when 
are we going to take care of the problem?   Itôs not our problem, 
itôs the developerôs (of Herons Brook) problem.  But, itôs still our 
problem because theyôre in the village.  If we donôt want to support 
them and help them take care of the problem, then what are we 
doing?  They are citizens that have a problem and as a council 
person, we need to bring that forward and get something happen-
ing thatôs not happening currently. 

LV:  I have two, and they belong together.  I was looking at the 
Land Use Plan that was reviewed and approved in March 2019, 
and Iôd like to start by really refreshing that plan.   ...Revamping 
that Land Use plan is going to give us the five, ten, twenty year 
perspective we really need on how do you think the Village should 
look twenty years from now. And I think once we put that into play 
weôre going to see a lot of things and one of the things I think weôll 
see is how we use our green space.  

Secondly, I really want to make the government more accessible.  
But I think to make our government more efficient while keeping it 
small the missing piece is accessibility.  Iôm a software developer 
by trade. I feel like thereôs a lot of tools out there we can put in 
place where we can go on a web site to look things up; make 
everything from permits, to regulations more accessible.

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Our History  

History of Elections  

Editorôs Note:  This column is an update to the History that 
appeared July 2019. 

 

Municipal elections are held in odd numbered years with other elec-
tions occurring in even numbered years. It is thought that this ap-
proach does not allow municipal elections to be ólostô in the frenzy 
of national and state elections. 

Council members are elected to 4-year terms on a staggered ba-
sisðthree in one cycle and two in the next cycle so as to maintain 
continuity on the Council.  From 1977 to 1997 this was not the 
case. During that period, Council members were elected to 2-year 
terms.  

From 1969 to 1973 Village Staff conducted our elections.  The func-
tion was transferred to the Moore County Board of Elections in 
1973 as a result of a new State law. The Village election location 
was initially Sandhills Farm Life School and then moved to the 

Community building on Rayôs Bridge Road. In 2007, the location 
moved to the Fire Rescue Station on Hardee Lane.  

The November 2019 election brought the number of residents hav-
ing served on Council to 54. The new members in 2019 were Glenn 
Bernhard number 52, Pam Harris number 53, and Andy Conway 
number 54. The numbering system dates from 1969 and indicates 
we have had 54 residents serve as Council Members since that 
date. 

The number of voters in Whispering Pines has increased from 164 
in 1969 to 3,390 as of September 2021. This includes active, inac-
tive and military residents.  The Board of Elections removes names 
from the rolls when they are known to be deceased.

Bird 

Not only are the leaves changing but so is the bird life around Whis-
pering Pines.  White-throated Sparrows are arriving in and around 
thick vegetation.  Pine and Yellow-rumped Warblers can be heard 
chirping from the canopy and the first Pied-billed Grebes have re-
turned to our lakes.  If you listen carefully, you may catch the ñtuckò 
of a Hermit Thrush in berry-laden shrubbery or the high pitched 
ñsee seeò of Golden-crowned Kinglets high in the treetops.  Yellow-
bellied Sapsuckers and the first flocks of American Robins should 
be here any day. 

 

With our winter feathered friends returning, it is tempting to lay out 
a feast for them right away.  But you may find that your suet, pea-
nuts or even good old black oil sunflower seed are not all that popu-
lar.  The fact is that natural food (even with the dry weather we 
have been experiencing recently) is abundant in the fall.  It may not 
be until the first or even the second real freeze that the birds show 
up to take advantage of what you are offering.  But your bird bath 
may be more popular as all species need to drink and bathe regu-
larly. If you have a dripper, water fountain or waterfall, you will likely 

attract a large diversity of 
birds, including those that do 
not ever come to feeders.  
The sound of moving water is 
irresistible to just about all 
perching birds including 
hawks and even owls. 

 

 

 

 

 

Carol Carlson sent pho-
tos of a Great Horned 
Owl that has been visit-
ing their yard in the after-
noons.  It looks to be a 
large individualð per-
haps a female looking for 
a spot in the vicinity to 
nest this season.   An old 
squirrel or hawk nest 
would fit the bill since 
Great Horned Owls do not 
construct a nest of their own.  
Hopefully, this gal will attract 
a mate in the next few weeks.  Should a second, smaller bird show 
up, I would expect the Carlsons will hear the two engaged in 
ñhootingò duets at dusk.  

 

Although the last of the Ruby-throated Hummingbirds will be vacat-
ing our area for points south any day, do not put all of your sugar 
water feeders away.  You just may have a winter hummingbird, 
such as a Rufous, appear.  Any hummer after Halloween is likely 
not a Ruby-throated one.  Please let me know if you are lucky 
enough to spot a hummingbird at your feeder in November or De-
cember. 

 

Last but not least, it seems there is new white squirrel activity in the 
Village.  Greta Nintzel has spotted one in a yard next to the third 
hole at CCWP.  I am guessing this squirrel may have come from 
the small population around Spring Valley Lake.  This now makes 
me wonder if anyone has seen the white deer over on that side of 
the Village lately.

Fall is the Best Time to Plant 

Trees and Shrubs 
 
Planting trees and shrubs to your landscape in the fall offers sever-
al benefits.   Itôs an ideal time as all the hard gardening work of 
spring and the upkeep of summer will be winding down - plus itôs 
the best time for the tree or shrub. 

 

Important aspects of planting successfully in the fall are choosing 
healthy plants and caring for them properly.  Purchase plants that 
have a good structure and are free of diseases and dead or broken 
branches.  Also, make sure there are no signs of girdling roots.  
After planting, new trees and shrubs should be watered thoroughly 
and consistently, applying enough water to moisten the soil to a 
depth of eight to ten inches at least once a week.  Continue water-
ing until freezing temperatures arrive. 

 

Your growing conditions are an important factor to consider when 
purchasing plants.  Do you have sun or shade?  Many plants that 
prefer full shade will be fine if they get some morning sun.  Our 
afternoon sun can be brutal, so areas that receive morning shade, 
but full afternoon sun, should be planted with full sun plants.   

 

Also, consider your soil ï is it mostly sand or clay, or a mixture?  
Does water drain away quickly or slowly after a storm?  Our area 
has mostly sandy soil, but it is always a good idea to submit a soil 
sample for testing.  Early fall is the perfect time to test your soil.  
Soil test results will tell you your soilôs pH (the measure of how 
acidic or alkaline your soil is), which will help you choose plants that 
will be happy in your soil conditions.  The results will also let you 
know what type of nutrients your soil needs to support healthy plant 
growth.  Soil testing supplies are available from our N.C. Coopera-
tive Extension office in Carthage or by calling the Agricultural Ex-
tension office at 910-988-3149.  They will be sent to you upon re-
quest.  Because of our sandy soil, most plants will grow better if 
you improve your soil by adding composted organic matter.  Com-
post is considered a gardenerôs black gold. 

Plant by digging a hole twice the diameter of the root ball and no 
deeper than the root ball itself.  Planting too deep is a common 
mistake.  Trees and shrubs should never be planted any deeper 
than they were growing in their container.  Gently settle the soil 
around new plants ï do not pack it in.  Thoroughly water newly 
planted trees and shrubs.  Water plants when the root ball feels 
dry.  Apply water slowly to allow it time to soak in and moisten the 
root ball and surrounding soil.  You can continue watering weekly 
until the ground freezes. 

 

Fall planting is a great option for gardeners to consider, and your 
trees and shrubs will love you for it.

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Swimming has been an integral part of New York born Doug 
Towneôs life since he was in schoolðfirst, on the Hackley team in 
Tarrytown, NY, then onto the University of Iowaôs team in the 80s.   
While at Iowa, he met his future native Iowan wife, Pam.  Upon 
graduation, Pam followed Doug back to New York where they both 
worked in the city, he at the NYSE and she at Merrill Lynch.   
 
 ñWhen I was a swim coach and committee member at the New 
York Athletic Club (Manhattan) in 1990,ò Doug explained, ñI met 
some people who were involved with a charity swim event called 
Swim Across America (SAA). Itôs goal was to raise money for can-
cerðmy father had throat cancer in 1987ðand it seemed like a 
natural fit for me to give back. 
 
ñMy first event was as a swimmer/fundraiser in 1992.  The only 
event SAA had at that time was a swim across Nantucket Sound in 
Massachusetts.  We swam in a relay to Hyannisport.  Pam was in 
one of the guide boats.  The team swam relay-style, 6-people on 
the relay, swimming about a mile or two each, and then weôd 
switch, for a total of 24 miles long.   But, we ran into really bad 
weather, high winds, 9-foot swells, and sharks in the water.  Finally, 
the Coast Guard made us stop about half-way across.  We made 
up the difference by setting up the boats a half-mile apart in a se-
cluded cove in Hyannisport and swam back and forth between 
them, finishing the event. 
 
ñIt was our first event, and we were hooked.  Some of the greatest 
people we were ever involved with said that if swimming in these 
conditions could cure cancer, we would do it.ò  The group raised 
about $300,000 that day and Doug raised additional money at the 
New York Mercantile Exchange where he worked at the time.   

Since then, Swim Across America has grown to 21 locations 
throughout the country, the venues offering open water swims as 
well as in swimming pools.  Places like Chicago, Dallas, Tampa, St. 
Louis, and Richmond to name a few, all have events during the year.  
In 2017, Charlotte joined the list. This yearôs Charlotte event, which 
was an open water swim at Camp Thunderbird YMCA on Lake Wylie 
(SC), pulled in $215,000, all of which will go to the Levine Cancer 
Institute and Levine Childrenôs Hospital in Charlotte.   
 
ñRecently, the Institute has been 
researching Leukemia stem cell 
for therapeutic targeting,ò Doug 
continued.  ñWe are hoping to 
raise $6 million this year, split 
between different beneficiaries.  
We are a national organization 
headquartered in Charlotte, but 
each event is franchised.ò  
 
Pam mentioned that the Memorial/Sloane Kettering connection is an 
important piece of the SAA history.  Doug picked up on that.   
ñSloane was an early beneficiary from the Larchmont, Long Island 
swim.  The research lab was looking for $150 thousand to get clinical 
trials going in their immuno-therapy lab and had been trying for two 
years.  Back then this was considered voodoo medicine.ò   
 
Go forward 20 years, and the FDA approves ñYervoyò for melanoma 
patients and ñKeytrudaò for the treatment of lung, head and neck, 
and stomach cancers, Hodgkin lymphoma, and melanoma.  Swim 
Across America was a significant funder for the research and trials. 
 
ñTwo scientists were awarded the Nobel Prize in medicine for their 
work in immuno-therapy: Dr. Jim Allison and Dr. Tasuku Honjo, both 
in 2018,ò Doug reported, offering the details.  ñWeôve seen the results 
of what Swim Across America  can do, and itôs heartwarming.ò 
 
The couple raised their family in Greenwich (CT) and moved to 
Whispering Pines in May of this year.  Dougôs father, Bill, 94, used to 
reside on Pine Lake Drive years ago, but has since moved to South-
ern Pines with his wife, Trish .  ñWe moved here to be closer to my 
dad andéhelp out,ò Doug said slowly.  ñMy father is very stubborn, 
you might say.ò   Because of the internet, Doug can work at his re-
mote office at home.  Pam is looking for a position in a non-clinical 
office or school.
